2) If a runner on 3rd attempts to score on a steal or as part of a pitcher-catcher exchange and the scoringteam has already scored their 1allowable runfor is tagged out before reaching the plate,
that runner isout. The stealing home rule does not protect thatrumer frombeing put out.

3) A failed suicide squeeze is consdered a steal attempt.

For Boys Machine Pitch, the team battingwill provide a coach to work the pitching machine.

Bat Restrictions:

USSSA Rules Apply. The maximum diameter shall not exceed 2-3/4 inches and the maximum length shall notexceed 36 inches. Bats should not exceed
the 1.15 BPF (Bat Performance Factor) as defined for baseball bats by ASTM Standards.

Big barrel bats (diameters of 2-5/8" or 2-3/4") must have the USSSA 1.15 BPF mark. Older big barrel bats will not be allowed. Small barrel bats (diameter
of 2-1/2") must have the USSSA 1.15 BPF mark as well.

Also, BBCOR-certified and solid (one-piece) wood bats are legal.
